An unwillingness to halt a presentation after being directed will, at the discretion of the 
Chairperson, result in the meeting being called into “recess” until such time that the meeting 
can resume in an orderly fashion. 

 No disturbance or willful interruption of any Board of Directors meeting shall be permitted.  
Persistence by an individual or group shall be grounds for the Chairperson to terminate the 
privilege of addressing the meeting.
