Persistence by an individual or group shall be grounds for the Chairperson to terminate the
privilege of addressing the meeting.

Members of the public will be given an opportunity to address the Board either before or during
the Board’s consideration of each item of business to be discussed at regular or special
meetings.

Each speaker will be allowed five (5) minutes to address the Board.
